How to get to Montserrat
We connect Barcelona to Montserrat in 
just 90 minutes. Once an hour, every day.

At the FGC station in Plaça Espanya 
you can take any train on the R5 
Manresa line.

Get off at Monistrol de Montserrat 
station, where the rack railway
is waiting to take you to the Sanctuary 
of Montserrat.
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** These trains do not run every day. You can �nd out which days they run from the information boards or
    by asking FGC staff. 
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Walk from Sant Joan Funicular 
station to the Chapel of Sant Joan 
(30-45 min there and back)
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Enjoy the views from 
the Nature Classroom 
and let your imagination 
�ow when you gaze 
at the mountain's many 
pinnacles.
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Walk from the lower station of the Santa Cova Funicular
to the Chapel of Santa Cova (55 min there and back)
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
